Klondike Activity Stations

everything you think you may need. Also, make sure you
bring your lunch and everything you need to make it, as you
will be eating on the trail. Each station is a competition. At
each station you will compete against other patrols to earn
Agold nuggetso which you will the
campfire.

Any sled
that does not meet the requirements will be disqualified. The
race will be run on a course involving turns and speed, so
make sure your sled is maneuverable and fast.
